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By-Laws
1. Administration
i. A Notice of Motion, with a Moved by; and Seconded by; is required to be published in the previous minutes or the club’s newsletter informing the members of the management committee’s intention to spend over $200.00 on new equipment/recourses or the intention of changing the future direction and/or policies of the Bribie Island Yacht Club Inc. (March 2003)
Reason: To give all members an opportunity to voice their opinions and/or raise issues on the motion so the management committee can make a more informed decision.
ii. A Management committee member is allowed to spend up to $100.00 with in his/her portfolio if the need arises in between BIYC meetings. (March 2003)
It is, however, advisable that consent is given by the BIYC Executive. A motion will need to be moved at the next BIYC meeting for approval.
Reason: This is to allow urgent attention to the running needs with their portfolio and allows the BIYC executive to monitor or raise issues regarding the needs and costs with in the club.

iii. The position of Secretary cannot be vacant for more than one calendar month.
(A requirement of the Office of Fair Trading)
iv. The Management Committee is to review the appointment of any Management Committee Member if he or she;

· Deliberately fails to act in the best interest of the BIYC

· Is seen to be abusing their powers as a Management Committee Member

· Failing to avoid a conflict of interest

· Failing to exercise due care, skill and diligence 
(A requirement of the Office of Fair Trading)
iii. All BIYC members must follow the policies and procedures of the Safety Committee when involved with in all club activities

iv. BIYC Junior membership age limit is up to and including the age of 19 years
(August 2003)

2. Racing 
i. The Deception Bay Race series are to be held on the bay in the wind conditions of 3 to 20 knots. Should the winds be predicted 20 to 25 knots then the course is to BE held in front of Welsby Parade Bongaree.
(Revised June 2006)

ii. Should the predicted winds be over 25 knots on race day then the race is to be postponed to a future date to be arranged by the race committee.

Predictions of wind strength will be based on the BOM website at 0500 of the day of the race.
Reason: Bribie Red is a start vessel and is limited as an assist vessel so these rules are for safety reasons.
iii. Skippers and crew of race vessels are allowed to sail in up to three BIYC races before having to become a member of the BIYC and YQ or be a member of another Sailing club with proof of YA membership.

iv. Members must have completed the BIYC induction course to operate Bribie Red.
v. Operators of Bribie Red must be the holder on a current power boat licence. 
vi. A Protest and/or Redress fee will apply for all BIYC Inc Races. The fee is to be reviewed annually and applies at the decreson 

3. Sail Training

i. All members must be the holder and present a current Blue Card when assisting BIYC Sail Training Instructors when children are involved in the course.

ii. All operators of Bribie Red must have: 
a) A current power boat licence to operate Bribie Red.
b) Must have completed the BIYC induction course to operate, maintain and clean Bribie Red.
iii. The minimum age of sail training students is to be set at 8 years of age
(July 2003)

4. Membership
i. The Family and Junior membership fees of the BIYC In. be prorata half yearly for new members.

ii. A nomination fee applies to new and expired memberships of the BIYC Inc. and is at the discretion of Management Committee. The fee is to be determined annually by the Management Committee.             18th January 2007
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
