Code Of Conduct

Values and Principles

Bribie Island Yacht club is committed to the safety and well being of all children and young adults who use its services. Our club members will treat them with respect and understanding at all times. To ensure children and young people are kept safe from harm.

Standards Expected

Members, volunteers and parents all have a duty of care to ensure that children and young adults can participate in activities that are in a safe and friendly environment.

Activities shall be tailored to the children and young adults who are to participate in that activity to reduce risk of being harmed.

Children and young adults are not to be touched unless:

To prevent a child or young adult from being harmed or causing harm to someone else, contact will be kept to a minimum and appropriate to the actions required to remove/prevent the child or young adult from harm.

To administer first aid and then unless unavailable a blue cardholder with a Senior First Aid Certificate. A Blue cardholder with a Senior First Aid Certificate will be present at all activities that are within the scope of the Child Protection Policy.

Where contact may be unavoidable such as within the confines of a dinghy/vessel the rescue boats will remain with the as well as its rescue role will monitor the actions of any adult(s) on board these vessels to ensure that no inappropriate contact occurs.

Photographs

No photographs of children and young adults shall be taken without permission from a parent or guardian. The parent or guardian must also sign the photo register prior to the photo being taken.
