Dear Captain Anachronism 

I am in complete accord with you regarding the desirability of sailing a unique and engineeringly antiquated vessel. I am particularly supportive of those who choose to spend their weekends varnishing timber vessels- that’s real sailing. Anachro (if I may use the diminutive), As I see it you really have only two choices in dealing with your problem either 1) kill Harry Oilskin or 2)design and build a unique vessel of your own.
