1.       Rules

1.1 The race will be governed by the rules as defined in YA Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012
1.2 Changes to racing rules have been described in the Sailing Instructions.

2.       Eligibility and Entry

2.1 The race is open to all boats complying with Class 5N
2.2 Eligible boats may enter by notifying PRO at the earliest convenience, or in person at the briefing.

3.          Fees
3.1 A race fee of $10 per vessel is to be paid accompanying the Application form.
3.2 A protest fee of $50 is to accompany the completed lodgement form, refer Sailing Instructions.

4.          Schedule
4.1 Registration & Briefing
Registration & Briefing which will be conducted at 0745 at the Bongaree ramp on Saturday April 24th.
 A member of each participating vessel must be present.
4.2 Racing will commence Saturday 24th April 2010 at 0830 hrs.
4.3 The scheduled time of the first warning signal for the marathon race will be at 0825.

5.   Time Limit

A time limit applies to this race. All vessels must have crossed the finish line by 2030hrs on the same day, unless changed by the PRO.

Venue
7.1 Attached is the proposed course:
Course A will be conducted as the full course. 

Course B will be conducted if a shortened course is put into place. 
A change from course A to Course B will be advised by race control via radio (VHF 77), 15 mins prior to start time.
This may occur due to lack of winds; or predicted winds from Bureau of Meteorology as of 6am the morning of the race of 20kts to 25kts. If winds are predicted 25kts and greater, the race will be postponed to a later date. The BOM website page used will be: www.bom.gov.au/marine/jsp/wind/index.jsp

Radio Communications

Any changes to briefing details will be advised by radio 30 mins prior to race start. Vessels must Sign On via radio to VMR Bribie Island prior to 0815, including People on Board (POB) for each vessel.

 GUIDANCE ON THE USE OF GATE STARTS 

The procedure for starting Marathon Series races is to use the modified gate start described below. It ensures that the committee boat starts at the same time as the rest of the fleet and its crew does not have to worry about raising an anchor and sails before starting. In addition, it eliminates the contentious subject of the time allowance claimed by PRO's getting their boats away after starting a race.

The committee boat will not anchor before the start, but will sail, fully rigged, in the vicinity of the starting point, but on the port hand side of the course, furthest from the first mark. The PRO will signal the 5, 4 and 1 minute warnings as usual. As the start time approaches the committee boat should be on port tack with the aim of passing close by the starting mark (this will be the Southern wall at the entrance to the Bongaree canals), which will be left to port. The committee boat should pass the mark as the starting signal is given or soon afterwards and continue, close hauled, on port tack until rest of the fleet has started. In case of North or North West winds, the start boat will be on a starboard tack.

If necessary, the committee boat can use her engine to reach the mark in time but must switch it off as she passes it by. 
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Before the start, the rest of the fleet will congregate on the starboard side of the course, to starboard of the committee boat's anticipated track. As the latter proceeds, competing boats start by sailing, on starboard tack, across an imaginary line between the stern of the committee boat and the Starting Mark. The committee boat has all rights over all other competitors, even if she is on a port tack until the starting procedure is complete. Hindering the progress of the committee during the starting procedure will result in disqualification. 

Any boat finding herself on the 'wrong' side of the committee boat's path at the starting gun will be considered to have made a false start. To rectify this she should go round the Starting Mark to port before proceeding. 
Once the PRO considers that all competitors have had a reasonable opportunity to start he should give one more sound signal to indicate that the starting procedure is complete. At this point he/she will be subject to the normal racing rules. 

Competitors arriving late for the starting signal can start their race by passing the starting mark to port and proceeding to the 1st mark as usual. 
Kindly note that the committee boat's start is not delayed under this procedure. Therefore the PRO cannot claim any time allowance for starting the race
Appendix A

Course A:
1. Start and Finish- Southern wall Bongaree canal entrance.

If required, the finish mark may be amended to Mark 2. 

2. Mark 2 is the Cardinal Mark at the Southern End of Pumicestone Passage, to be passed on the vessels Starboard side.

3. Mark 3 is the Deception Bay Red. This mark to be passed to port.
4. Mark 4 is the Southwest Spit Red. This is passed to Port. 
5. Mark 5 is M8 Red. This is the course rounding mark, to be passed on the Starboard Side. 
6. Mark 6 is North Reef Green. This mark is to be passed to Port.
7. Mark 7 is the Caboolture River Yellow. Pass this mark on the Starboard side. 
8. Mark 8 is the Deception Bay Red. Pass this to Starboard.
9. Mark 9 is the Cardinal Mark at the Southern End of Pumicestone Passage. Vessels to round mark to Port side. 
10. Proceed to Finish Line. Finish line is the Southern wall of the Bongaree canal entrance. Vessels to make radio contact with VMR Bribie Island  to Sign Off.

Course B: 

1. Start and Finish- Southern wall Bongaree canal entrance.

If required, the finish mark may be amended to Mark 2. 

2. Mark 2 is the Cardinal Mark at the Southern End of Pumicestone Passage, to be passed on the vessels Starboard side.

3. Mark 3 is the Deception Bay Red. This mark to be passed to port.

4. Mark 4 is South West Spit. Round this mark, passing on your Starboard side. 
5. Mark 5 - Deleted
6. Mark 6 is the North Reef Green. This mark is to be passed to Port.
7. Mark 7 is the Caboolture River Yellow. Pass this mark to Starboard. 
8. Mark 8 is the Deception Bay Red. Pass this mark to Starboard.

9. Mark 9 is the Cardinal Mark at the Southern End of Pumicestone Passage. Vessels to round mark to Port side. 
10. Proceed to Finish Line. Finish line is the Southern wall at the entrance to the Bongaree canal. Vessels to make radio contact with VMR Bribie Island to Sign Off.
